The construction system of wooden 
massive Riko houses differs from all 
present systems and represents and 
important progress in this area. 
The construction technology of Riko 
houses complies with strict ecologic 
requirements. The overall structure of the 
Riko house is made of massive, bonded, 
and technically dry pine wood. The 
basic element is a massive, bonded wall, 
followed by insulation from wooden fibres 
being fixed on this wall, while a façade 
- either classic or wooden - is attached 
to the insulation. The interior of the Riko 
house may be enriched with natural 

and moving. By contrast with a classic 
construction, the construction system of 
the Riko houses requires no drying stage. 
Miscellaneous finishing works may be 
performed parallel with the construction 
which may also be executed in winter 
time.

The Riko house is an ecologic and healthy 
house, as it is exclusively constructed 
from natural materials. So, the Riko house 
is friendly to the environments, both 
pleasant for living and well-being.

The Riko house belongs to low-energy 
houses. Timber as a good insulation 
material, applied with innovative and 
quality technical solutions provides low 
energy consumption. Lower energy 
consumption also means a lower pollution 
level of the environment. The Riko house 
is earthquake- and fire-safe, as timber 
well bears tension and pressure loads

for its elasticity. Its smaller own weight 
and consequently a reduced loading of 
house foundations speak in favour of 
the earthquake safety what ensures 
construction also on grounds with lower 
bearing capacity.

The Riko houses are distinguished not 
only for their naturalness and reasons of 
economy, but also for their originality.

However, we are aware that there is 
no universal house to satisfy all tastes. 
Every Riko house is an unique dwelling 
place, tailored to individual wishes, needs 
and life style. The concept of the Riko 
house is designed in co-operation with 
architects, as we wish the Riko house to be 
appropriately placed in every environment 
and to satisfy any user. The Riko house is 
therefore designed for you, your needs and 
in accordance with your wishes from the 
very beginning to the end.

coatings such as coloured plant oils, waxes 
and resins.

The construction of the Riko houses 
is ecologically clean, as it burdens the 
environment less intensively and for a 
shorter period of time. The construction is 
transferred from the site to the Production 
Hall where prefabricated elements are 
manufactured; consequently, there is no 
unnecessary material deposit and noise on 
the site.

The prefabricated elements make 
possible, both a fast-track construction
